i) Site of the “Old Barn” – Corner of Franklin Close / Church Street
It had been reported to the office that the site had been fenced off by workmen and some undergrowth removed, the site is in the conservation area.  There was concern that building work may commence; no planning application had been received in the office.

The Acting Clerk (Planning) had contacted the Enforcement Officer at Cherwell District Council  - Graham Wyatt, he had been to inspect the site, and confirmed that no building work had taken place.  No planning application had been submitted by CDC.

It was agreed that an eye be kept on the site in case of any further development.
