86. Minutes

Oxford Local Development Framework Core Strategy Examination.

Correspondence was circulated from Mrs Helen Wilson (the Program Officer at Oxford City Council for the examination into the Oxford Core Strategy).
It was noted that the Secretary of State had appointed Mr David Fenton of the Planning Inspectorate to conduct the examination.

The Inspector had a number of concerns in relation to the Core Strategy set out in his letter to the City Council dated 15th December 2008 (a copy of letter along with a copy of the City Council’s response circulated to the Committee).

The Inspector has decided to hold an exploratory meeting that will take place 
at 2pm on Tuesday 20th January 2009, in the old library, Oxford Town Hall.   Discussion will focus on the issues raised in the inspector’s letter of 15th December – following which the Inspector will determine the way forward for the examination.
The item was noted, the Committee agreed that it is likely that there will be further public consultation on the Core Strategy following the examination.

91. Any Other Business

i) Weston Otmoor Eco-Town
Cllr Hornsby-Smith  reported to the Committee that the report by Consultants ARUP on Weston-Otmoor Eco-Town was damning – an eco-town at Weston Otmoor would compete with Bicester and Kidlington rather than compliment 

their future growth and prosperity.
The report was commissioned by the Dept of Communities and Local Government, Oxfordshire County Council, Cherwell District Council and the South East Expand Development Agency.

It was noted that the Judicial Review will take place on the 22/23rd January 2009 

in London.  Cllr Hornsby-Smith stated that in the event that the Government short-listed Weston Otmoor, a further judicial review would be probable following the ARUP report.
