Proposed stopping up of highway at 62 High Street, Kidlington

Correspondence was circulated.

The Acting Clerk (Planning) reported that 2 letters had been received from Mr Lyes.  The first requesting that the Parish Council confirm that a Parish Councillor will be attending the inquiry.  A copy of the response to that letter was also circulated to the committee stating that a decision on attendance would be resolved at a future meeting when the date and location of the inquiry had been confirmed by GONE.
The second letter from Mr Lyes is bringing to the attention of the Planning Committee the fact that an encroachment may have already been made onto the highway on the opposite side of Exeter Road, immediately opposite the inquiry site.  Developers are proposing to erect a block of flats and have taken the existing house and fence as their site boundary and building line.

This is not the plot boundary as marked on official maps.

Mr Lyes has been in contact with Oxfordshire County Council, he understands that the Parish Council has powers under Section 130(b) Highways Acts 1980 to make representation to the County Council as Highway Authority to take proper proceedings to end encroachment.

Associated paperwork was circulated.

The Action Clerk reported that she had discussed the matter of encroachment with The Clerk  The Clerk suggested that all correspondence be forwarded to Oxfordshire County Councillor Mike Gibbard.

112. Proposed Changes to the submission core strategy – 
Oxford Core Stratgey (2026)

Correspondence was circulated – it was noted that the proposed submission version of the core strategy has been consulted on in September 2008.  The document was submitted to the Secretary of State on 21st November 2008 – it was subsequently examined by an independent inspector appointed by the Secretary of State – he had some concerns.

The Inspector asked the City Council to produce more detailed explanation and specific guidance with the aim of producing a plan that can stand on its own.
The City Council has prepared a set of proposed changes to the submission Core Strategy DPD, these changes add more detail but do not make any fundamental changes to the original strategy.

The City Council are now consulting upon these changes.

It was noted that any representations already received on the original document have been retained and will be considered by the Inspector.

The consultation period will run from 3rd April – 15th May 2009.

The Committee agreed that the original representation from Kidlington Parish Council would probably be sufficient.
