2.   Matters Arising from the Minutes of the Meeting held on 16th April 2009

i)
Town & Country Planning Act 1990 – Section 247 (Minute 108)
a) Proposed stopping up of highway at 62 High Street, Kidlington at 62 High Street
Correspondence was circulated from Mr Lyes of 87 High Street in which reference to an e-mail received by Cllr. Billington from Caren O’Sullivan at Oxfordshire County was noted.

RESOLVED – that the Acting Clerk (Planning) reply to Mr Lyes letter.

b) Encrouchment onto the Highway verge.  Planning application No 09/00202/F  64/66 High Street Kidlington
Correspondence from Cllr Gibbard and Oxfordshire County Council was circulated.
It was noted that the site owner’s representative had advised that the existing fence boundary is an encroachment into the Highway verge by approximately 1 metre, the correct position of the Highway boundary is the side of the existing bungalow.

The applicant could consider resolving the situation with a stopping up Order application to legally remove the Highway status of this 1 metre encroachment however there are no quarentees that such an appeal would be successful, it was also understood that the applicant may re-apply for planning consent for the site within the title boundaries.

The Acting Clerk (Planning) reported that a second planning application for the site had been received with the correction of the position of the boundary line.

Proposed changes to the submission Core Strategy – Oxford Core Strategy (2026)  (Minute 112)
The Acting Clerk (planning) reported to the committee that Cllr. Graham has accessed the proposed changes to the submission core strategy on the Oxford City website, he was satisfied that the original comments forwarded to Oxford City Council from Kidlington Parish Council are sufficient.

iii)
Chiltern Railways – proposed new line and railway station in Kidlington. (Minute 115)
Cllr Hornsby-Smith queries whether ‘a report’ had been forthcoming from the Public presentation by Chiltern Railways (Cllr Hornsby-Smith had been on holiday and unable to attend).  Cllr Bird attended the presentation at Exeter Hall – he is no longer the transport representative, he passed the presentation pack forwarded to him by Chiltern Railways to the current Parish transport representative Cllr Robins at the presentation.
The Acting Clerk (planning) explained that the subject was on the minutes of the last  Planning meeting as Cllr Bird had informed the Committee that he had been sent the relevant information – although he was no longer the transport representative.  As stated in the minutes ‘information of the presentation to be sent to the members’ – this information was the dates, times and venues of the presentation not details of the presentation itself.  The item will be dealt with under Policy.
It was noted that Cllr. Pack had also received a presentation Pack from Chiltern Railways that Cllr. Hornsby-Smith can refer to.
