27. Kidlington News – High Street, Battle Zone update and stopping up of highway land adjacent to 62 High Street.
The article headed “High Street Battle Zone Update” from the August edition of the Kidlington News was circulated along with correspondence from Kidlington residents referring to the Stopping-up order and subsequent public inquiry. (Date yet to be announced).
It was noted from the “article” that Cherwell District Council would not release the details of the application for a “Certificate of Lawfulness” for the piece of land adjoining 62 High Street, Kidlington.

The Acting Clerk (Planning) reported that she had received information from Jenny Barker (Planning Officer at Cherwell District Council) – the applications for “Certificates of Lawfulness” are not planning applications, they are covered by data protection requirements that mean the Council cannot make them available to the public in the way it would planning applications.
The Certificate of Lawfulness is to ascertain there is no legal obstacle for use of the land.  No Planning permission is required for the railings.

Kidlington Parish Council has strongly objected to the “Stopping-up order” that objection stands and will stand during the inquiry.

The Committee are investigating the procedures that this particular inquiry will follow.  It was agreed that Cllr White investigate the history of the site and the relevant past correspondence between the Parish Council and Cherwell District Council, Oxfordshire County Council, the Government Department for Transport and the solicitors acting for the applicant to ascertain the way forward.  The intention of the Parish Council is to be represented at the inquiry.
