Mr Michael Byford of 6 Vicarage Road addressed the committee on behalf of the residents present:-

Mr Byford pointed out that this was the fourth application submitted for this site.  He and his neighbours had been prevented from putting their views forward to the Parish Planning meeting when the last application was discussed as the residents did not have notification from Cherwell District Council until the following day.

The new application has come through as an amendment to an existing design but is actually a completely different plan for 2 detached bungalows as opposed to the previous plan for 2 semi-detached chalet bungalows.  The layout of the site does not allow enough room for cars accessing the exiting; in all probability each bungalow will have more than one car.
One of the bungalows is 1 metre from the boundary of No 8 Vicarage Road and 9 metres from the house.  Occupants will look out on to a blank wall as there is no screening.  The chimney is not shown properly on the cross-section of the proposal on the plan, detrimental to the amenities of No 6 and No 8 Vicarage Road.

Sensible utilisation of the ploy would be a proposal for one bungalow, leaving space around it for car manoeuvring/parking etc.

Building on this site might exacerbate the possibility of flooding in the area; the flood plain is in close proximity.
