7. District / County Councillor Reports
Cllr Billington:
The Dogwood Pumping Station had been replaced. There had been police arrests following anti social behaviour in High Street and by Thornbury House. A blocked sewer had been cleared. It was noted that the new MP was looking into the takeover of the private sewers that was not happening until 2011.

Cllr Gibbard:

The core strategy consultation was now completed and there had been 540 detailed responses for analysis. He reported that the application for a gypsy site at Hampton Poyle had been withdrawn for the time being.
8. Minutes:

The minutes of the Council meeting held on Thursday 25h March 2010 were agreed and signed as a true record with the following amendments:

Minute 58 page 7 para. 2 – Add “most” before the end phrase “sustainable area”.

Minute 58 page 7 para. 7 - Replace “to get rid of a” with “just to deal with”

Minute 58 page 7 para. 10 - Topographical error changed to read “sustainability appraisal”.

9. Clerk’s report on current issues

i) One Stop Shop

The clerk had circulated an update report which was now awaiting a further meeting with representatives of Cherwell District Council to view draft plans. There had been problems in finding a suitable date for such a meeting.

ii) Parish Liaison Meeting – 9th June

Cllrs Betts and possibly Carole Pack would attend.

iii) ORCC 90th Birthday

No councillors were able to attend the birthday celebrations of ORCC to be held on Saturday 3rd July.

10. Cooption
The Council had hoped to coopt to the vacancy existing following the resignation of Sara Hepworth but no candidates had come forward prior to the deadline. A further advertisement had therefore been placed in the Kidlington New and on the notice boards plus website suggesting that cooption would now take place at the meeting on 24th June.

The clerk reported that the Council had to legally fill any vacancy that occurred prior to the 6 months preceding the ordinary election even if the vacancy remained within that timescale.

One application had been received - though after the original published deadline - and would be put aside until the new deadline had been reached.

Members requested that in future if a vacancy occurred they be immediately advised by e mail.
11. Station Field Allotments

The Chairman and Cllr Chris Pack signed the deed for the lease of the Station Fields Allotments, the terms having now been agreed in accordance with the wishes of both the Council and the landlord.

13. Recommendations of Committees

15. Reports
i) Local Transport Plan
Cllr Robins reported that there was a further consultation on the latest draft plan setting scenarios for the eventual plan. AGREED that Cllr Hornsby-Smith would produce a draft response for the consideration of the Policy & Finance Committee prior to Council. 

Members were advised that anyone could make comments but that this was an electronic based questionnaire.
The clerk would obtain a hard copy for a full council response.

ii)
Thornbury House
Cllr Graham reported that the replacement building was to commence in June and that local people had received a letter saying that the existing Thornbury House building was being replaced.

However, the residents of Homewell House were negative about the development and it was noted that  there had been some anti social behaviour. This had been effectively handled by the police but it was essential for the County Council to give good public relations on the proposals.

iii) Keen Green Market

It was reported that a market was to be held on Sunday 23rd May, but that there had been little notice about this and Cllr Chris Pack reported that he found the purpose of this particular market confusing. He would be raising with the management board that the parish council had been requesting specialist markets but that this had been organised without consultation and would not have been a first choice.

iv) Stratfield Brake 

Cllr Betts reported that there was ongoing and positive discussion with the clubs that encouraged him to think that the deadline of a draft proposal for the autumn was achievable.

He reported that the clubs were realising that they were being given a valuable asset.

v) Alderman Wise award
The award ceremony had taken place the previous evening for which there had been two equal winners. 
The Chair wanted to enter into discussions with the school on how to make the event reflect more of the Parish Council’s interest in the award.
